	1. INTRODUCTIONS AND ADMINISTRATION

Apologies were read out to members of the LLC.

2. ACTIONS FROM PREVIOUS MEETING

J Hardman confirmed that he has sent written confirmation to R Dodd regarding his acceptance of the £2000 contribution for the disabled ramp. 
R Jackson contacted members to send out copies of the second Storengy Newsletter.
R Brookfield confirmed that the complaint regarding the lighting from a resident in Lach Dennis has been resolved.

3. ENVIROMENTAL FUND

There have been 3 applications to the Storengy UK Environmental Fund.

A Leadbetter confirmed that the new financial year will start in April and an additional £20,000 will be added to the current fund balance which will make £32,000 available from May 2009.
Members reviewed each application in the order they were received by R Dodd:

Ref 006 Allostock Social Committee

The committee has submitted an application to fund an upgrade and refurbishment of the gent’s toilets in the village hall. A range of  improvements have already been made to the hall and the proposed refurbishment is considered to be of benefit to the residents and local organisations of Allostock and the youngsters who attend the youth club which has recently formed.

The total project cost is £2,500 of which the committee has requested £2,000.

Members discussed the application and votes were in favour of the application. The full £2,000 will be granted to Allostock Social Committee.
Ref 007 Victoria Road Primary School, Northwich

The school has applied for £10,000 to replace 12 windows and 4 roof lights in the school hall. The application was rejected by members of the Local Liasion Committee as it does not meet the criteria set for fund applications – the school is not located in one of the areas eligible to apply to the fund. Votes were against this application.

Ref 008 Byley Parish Council
The council are managing a project with the overall aim of improving the image of the village for local residents and visitors. The next phase of the project requires some fencing, benches and play equipment for a toddlers play area. The total cost of this phase is £3,860 and the council have requested £3,860 from the environmental fund. The play area would benefit children and their parents and is considered to be a commendable example of how communities should work together to accomplish their aims. 
Members discussed the application and votes were in favour of the application. The full £3,860 will be granted to Byley Parish Council

4. PROJECT PROGRESS REPORT
J O’Donnell provided an overview of the project to date:

100 men are now on site. There have been no safety or environmental incidents recorded since the last LLC meeting.

Work is on programme. Traffic is significantly reduced from 2008 levels. Construction is focusing on above ground pipework and electrical installation. Testing of well sites is ongoing and the commissioning team are checking the installation ahead of introducing water.

The landscaper has finished planting for the season – 27,000 shrubs have been planted. 2 trees had to be felled as they were diseased and in danger of falling. These will be replaced in the next planting season.

Phase 2 developments include newt fencing - no newts have been found. Water will shortly be used for above ground testing and over the next few months the commissioning phase will commence. Phase 2 civil works are due to start in 5 to 6 weeks time.

J Beecroft asked how many well heads there will be in phase 2.
A Leadbetter replied that there will be 9 or 10 – it is yet to be finalised.

5. COMPLAINTS REVIEW
R Brookfield has received no complaints related to the SGSP.
Storengy has received no complaints.
6. OPEN FORMUM
J Beecroft asked what are the plans for Stublach Grange Farm?
A Leadbetter confirmed that the Storengy will be seeking planning permission to demolish the farm house. Using the farm house as the Control Room has been investigated but its location and design make this unrealistic. The control room is planned to be a single storey building located to the South of the Gas Plant located on the main access road into the site

G Aveyard confirmed that he will no longer attend LLC meetings unless requested as R Brookfield will represent Cheshire West and Chester County Council.
